The Intergovernmental European Scienti-
fic Framework for co-operation and co-or-
dination in the field of scientific and tech-
nical research … the COST Programme –
provides a solid basis for research co-
operation. It is also a ground for regional
scientific and technological joint activities. 
More than 40,000 scientists and institu-
tions from 46 countries participate in
COST under various forms: 34 Member
States, 1 Cooperating State and 11 States
with participating institutions throughout
Europe are involved in the multinational
network, supporting different initiatives
in the area of research and technology.
Bulgaria became an official member of the
Programme on May 27, 1999. Ever since
Bulgaria has been an active participant in
the COST programme and its research ini-
tiatives in all fields. 

Bulgarian participation draws from the
experience of the Bulgarian scientific
organizations, universities, research insti-
tutes and enterprises and is in line with
the National Research Priorities … agricul-
ture and biotechnology, chemistry, envi-
ronment, food technology, forests and
forestry products, materials, medical
research, meteorology, physics, social sci-
ences, telecommunications and informa-
tion science.
